Lanson Rose  (Champagne) 
This champagne has a beautiful pure colour with pale salmon touches. Medium bodied with tasty pinot noir fruit  
and the classic lanson freshness on the finish. 12 %.

Lanson Black Label  (Champagne) 
With brilliant clear colour and hints of amber characteristics of the pinot noir grape alongside scents of spring,  
with hints of toast and honey. This is a beautiful wine with a lingering refreshing taste. 12%.
